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THREE CHRISTIAN WOMEN HONORED BY THE CROWELL TRUST

COLORADO SPRINGS, COLORADO, August 28, 2010 – Margaret West Taylor, wife of the translator of the Living Bible, Kenneth Taylor, was honored on August 12 with the Susan Coleman Crowell award.   Also honored this year were Margaret Jacobson Voskuyl, innovative missions leader at Lake Avenue Congregational Church in Pasadena, CA, and Margaret Fletcher, who joined her late husband, Ted, in founding the Pioneers mission society.  The Trust accorded to each of these women the opportunity of designating a $50,000 gift to the Christian organization of her choice.

The idea for these awards was triggered by the inclusion of Susan Coleman Crowell’s name with that of her husband in the official name of the Trust.  Susan contributed to the businesses of her husband who founded the Quaker Oats Company and chaired the Board of Moody Bible Institute for 40 years. Susan also had a significant ministry among the wealthy women of Chicago in the early 20th century.

 In making these three awards the trustees were seeking to acknowledge the gifts and work of women whose lives and work reflected the spirit and service of Susan Crowell but who have received little public acclaim.  They hope as well that these awards will encourage others to honor deserving people, especially women, who have made important contributions in Christian ministry but who have not been recognized for their lives and work.
